following criteria: 
 

1. School transcript (past 2 years) 

2. Extracurricular activities, volunteer work and/or employment 

3. Personal and family association with Model A Fords and/or GWC activities 

4. Education and/or training plans 

5. Career goals  

6. Essay quality

The essay may be on any topic or combination of 

topics of the applicant’s choice.  The essay should approximate 750 words and one 

or two pictures are encouraged.  Following are suggested topics but any topic 

related to the Model A Ford would be welcome:

15. Attach essay – WORD document of approximately 750 words, any pictures 

in high resolution jpg file format. 

16.  Essay publication permission – please indicate whether you grant 

publication permission for your essay to be published in the GWC Script, 

which would be at the discretion of the editor of the Script.
